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NOTES TO UNAUDITED CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
NOTE 1—BASIS OF PRESENTATION AND SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Business, consolidation and presentation - We are a leading payments technology company delivering innovative software and services to our customers globally. Our
technologies, services and team member expertise allow us to provide a broad range of solutions that enable our customers to operate their businesses more efficiently across a
variety of channels around the world. We operate in three reportable segments: Merchant Solutions, Issuer Solutions and Business and Consumer Solutions, which are described
in "Note 12—Segment Information." Global Payments Inc. and its consolidated subsidiaries are referred to herein collectively as "Global Payments," the "Company," "we,"
"our" or "us," unless the context requires otherwise.

These unaudited consolidated financial statements include our accounts and those of our majority-owned subsidiaries, and all intercompany balances and transactions
have been eliminated in consolidation. These unaudited consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States ("GAAP") for interim financial information pursuant to the rules and regulations of the Securities and Exchange Commission ("SEC"). The consolidated balance
sheet as of December 31, 2021 was derived from the audited financial statements included in our Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2021 but does
not include all disclosures required by GAAP for annual financial statements.

In the opinion of our management, all known adjustments necessary for a fair presentation of the results of the interim periods have been made. These adjustments consist
of normal recurring accruals and estimates that affect the carrying amount of assets and liabilities. These financial statements should be read in conjunction with the
consolidated financial statements and notes thereto included in our Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2021.

Use of estimates - The preparation of financial statements in conformity with GAAP requires management to make certain estimates and assumptions that affect the
reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosures of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, as well as the reported amounts of revenues
and expenses during the reported period. Actual results could differ materially from those estimates. In particular, the future magnitude, duration and effects of the COVID-19
pandemic and the invasion of Ukraine by Russia are difficult to predict at this time, and the ultimate effect could result in additional charges related to the recoverability of
assets, including financial assets, long-lived assets and goodwill and other losses.

In response to the invasion of Ukraine by Russia, economic sanctions were imposed on individuals and entities in Russia, including financial institutions, by governments
around the world, including the U.S. and the European Union. As of March 31, 2022, we were in compliance with all applicable restrictions and sanctions, and our operations in
Russia had not been significantly affected. As a result of additional sanctions imposed in April 2022 that will affect our ability to continue normal operations in Russia, we sold
our merchant business in Russia effective April 29, 2022. Based on our current estimates, we expect to recognize a charge of approximately $130 million during the second
quarter of 2022 associated with the sale, including recognition of the associated accumulated foreign currency translation losses.

These unaudited consolidated financial statements reflect the financial statement effects based upon management’s estimates and assumptions utilizing the most currently
available information.
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Recently issued pronouncements not yet adopted

Accounting Standards Update ("ASU") 2021-08— In October 2021, the Financial Accounting Standards Board ("FASB") issued ASU 2021-08, "Business Combinations
(Topic 805): Accounting for Contract Assets and Contract Liabilities from Contracts with Customers" Under current GAAP, an acquirer generally recognizes assets acquired
and liabilities assumed in a business combination, including contract assets and contract liabilities arising from revenue contracts with customers and other similar contracts that
are accounted for in accordance with Accounting Standards Codification ("ASC") Topic 606, Revenue from Contracts with Customers ("Topic 606"), at fair value on the
acquisition date. ASU 2021-08 requires that an entity recognize and measure contract assets and contract liabilities acquired in a business combination in accordance with Topic
606. At the acquisition date, an acquirer should account for the related revenue contracts in accordance with Topic 606 as if it had originated the contracts, which should
generally result in an acquirer recognizing and measuring the acquired contract assets and contract liabilities consistent with how they were recognized and measured in the
acquiree’s financial statements. This update also provides certain practical expedients for acquirers when recognizing and measuring acquired contract assets and contract
liabilities from revenue contracts in a business combination. The amendments in this update are effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2022, including interim
periods within those fiscal years and should be applied prospectively to business combinations occurring on or after the effective date of the amendments. Early adoption is
permitted, including adoption in an interim period. Adoption during an interim period requires retrospective application to all business combinations for which the acquisition
date occurs on or after the beginning of the fiscal year that includes the interim period of early application. We are evaluating the potential effects of ASU 2021-08 on our
consolidated financial statements.

NOTE 2—ACQUISITION

On June 10, 2021, we acquired Zego, a real estate technology company that provides comprehensive resident experience management software and digital commerce
solutions to property managers, primarily in the United States, for cash consideration of approximately $933 million. This acquisition aligns with our technology-enabled,
software driven strategy and expands our business into a new vertical market. We accounted for this transaction as a business combination, which generally requires that we
record the assets acquired and liabilities assumed at fair value as of the acquisition date. The provisional estimated acquisition-date fair values of major classes of assets
acquired and liabilities assumed, including a reconciliation to the total purchase consideration were as follows:

As of March 31, 2022, we considered these amounts to be provisional because we were still in the process of gathering and reviewing information to support the valuation
of assets acquired and liabilities assumed and to evaluate the differences in the bases of assets and liabilities for financial reporting and tax purposes. There were no
measurement-period adjustments during the three months ended March 31, 2022.

Goodwill of $475.1 million arising from the acquisition, included in the Merchant Solutions segment, is attributable to expected growth opportunities, potential synergies
from combining our existing businesses and an assembled workforce. We expect that substantially all of the goodwill will be deductible for income tax purposes.

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Long-Term Debt

As of March 31, 2022, our senior notes had a total carrying amount of $.4 billion and an estimated fair value of $9.1 billion. The estimated fair value of our senior notes
was based on quoted market prices in an active market and is considered to be a Level 1 measurement of the valuation hierarchy. The fair value of other long-term debt
approximated its carrying amount at March 31, 2022.

Compliance with Covenants

The unsecured term loan and revolving credit facility contain customary conditions to funding, affirmative covenants, negative covenants, financial covenants and events
of default. As of March 31, 2022, financial covenants under the term loan facility required a leverage ratio of 3.50 to 1.00 and an interest coverage ratio of3.00 to 1.00. We
were in compliance with all applicable covenants as of March 31, 2022.

Derivative Agreements

We have interest rate swap agreements with financial institutions to hedge changes in cash flows attributable to interest rate risk on a portion of our variable-rate debt
instruments. Net amounts to be received or paid under the swap agreements are reflected as adjustments to interest expense. Since we have designated the interest rate swap
agreements as portfolio cash flow hedges, unrealized gains or losses resulting from adjusting the swaps to fair value are recorded as components of other comprehensive income

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ITEM 2—MANAGEMENT'S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS OF FINANCIAL CONDITION AND RESULTS OF OPERATIONS

The following discussion and analysis of our financial condition and results of operations should be read in conjunction with our unaudited consolidated financial
statements and related notes included in Item 1 of Part I of this Quarterly Report and the Management’s Discussion and Analysis of Financial Condition and Results of
Operations and consolidated financial statements contained in our Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2021. This discussion and analysis contains
forward-looking statements about our plans and expectations of what may happen in the future. Forward-looking statements are based on a number of assumptions and
estimates that are inherently subject to significant risks and uncertainties, and our actual results could differ materially from the results anticipated by our forward-looking
statements.

Executive Overview

We are a leading payments technology company delivering innovative software and services to our customers globally. Our technologies, services and team member
expertise allow us to provide a broad range of solutions that enable our customers to operate their businesses more efficiently across a variety of channels around the world.

We have grown organically as well as through acquisitions. We continue to invest in new technology solutions and innovation, infrastructure to support our growing
business and the consolidation and enhancement of our operating platforms. These investments include new product development and innovation to further enhance and
differentiate our suite of technology and cloud-based solutions available to customers, along with migration of certain underlying technology platforms to cloud environments to
enhance performance, improve speed to market and drive cost efficiencies. We continue to execute on merger and integration activities, such as combining business operations,
streamlining technology infrastructure, eliminating duplicative corporate and operational support structures and realizing scale efficiencies. We have also recently commenced a
strategic evaluation of the consumer portion of our Business and Consumer Solutions segment with the intent to focus on our growing business-to-business portfolio of assets.

Highlights related to our financial condition at March 31, 2022 and results of operations for the three months then ended include the following:

*  Consolidated revenues for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased to $2,156.3 million compared to $1,990.0 million for the prior year. The increase in
consolidated revenues was primarily due to an increase in transaction volumes as a result of growth in customer base, acceleration in the use of digital payment
solutions and continued economic recovery from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic.

»  Consolidated operating income for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased to $375.9 million compared to $275.3 million for the prior year. Operating
margin for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased to 17.4% compared to 13.8% for the prior year. The increase in consolidated operating income and
operating margin for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was primarily due to the favorable effect of the increase in revenues, since certain fixed costs do not vary
with revenues, and lower acquisition and integration expenses.

Effect of COVID-19 and Other Global Events

The COVID-19 pandemic has caused and may continue to cause significant disruptions to businesses and markets worldwide through the continued spread of the virus,
including through a resurgence of COVID-19 cases or emergence of new virus variants in certain jurisdictions. The pandemic and measures to prevent its spread have affected
and may continue to affect our financial results in various geographic locations as a result of volatility in spending and transaction volumes as governments implement or ease
restrictions in response to the virus. While we continue to see signs of economic recovery, which has positively affected our financial results, the rate of recovery on a global
basis has been and may continue to be affected by additional developments related to COVID-19.
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At the onset of the pandemic, we took early actions to preserve our available capital and provide financial flexibility in response to the effects of COVID-19 on our
business, including the temporary reduction of certain operating expenses, employee compensation costs, other discretionary spending and planned capital expenditures, adding
to the strength of our financial profile. Certain operating expenses, capital expenditures and other investments in the business have returned to more normalized levels. We
expect to continue to make significant capital investments in the business while also continuing to manage other discretionary spending. We continue to closely monitor the
COVID-19 pandemic; however, the implications on future global economic conditions and related effects on our business and financial condition are difficult to predict due to
continuing uncertainties around the ultimate severity, scope and duration of the pandemic, vaccine administration rates and efficacy, resurgence of COVID-19 cases and
emergence of new virus variants and the direction or extent of current or future restrictive actions that may be imposed by governments or public health authorities.

We also continue to evaluate the potential effects on our business from other economic conditions and global events, including the situation in Ukraine and Russia that
began in February 2022. In response to the invasion of Ukraine by Russia, economic sanctions were imposed on individuals and entities in Russia, including financial
institutions, by governments around the world, including the U.S. and the European Union. Our business in Russia represents an immaterial portion of our operations and
financial results. In 2021, Russia contributed less than one half of one percent of total consolidated revenues. We have no team members or operations in Ukraine. As a result of
additional sanctions imposed in April 2022 that will affect our ability to continue normal operations in Russia, we sold our merchant business in Russia effective April 29, 2022.
Based on our current estimates, we expect to recognize a charge of approximately $130 million during the second quarter of 2022 associated with the sale. The invasion of
Ukraine by Russia and the sanctions and other measures imposed in response to this situation have increased the level of economic and political uncertainty in Russia and other
areas of the world. Risks associated with heightened geopolitical and economic instability include, among others, reduction in consumer, government or corporate spending,
international sanctions, embargoes, heightened inflation, volatility in global financial markets and foreign currency rates, increased cyber disruptions and higher supply chain
costs. We continue to take actions to comply with all applicable restrictions and sanctions. The extent to which the effects of the invasion of Ukraine by Russia will affect the
global economy and our operations outside of Russia is difficult to predict at this time. However, a significant escalation or expansion of the scope or of the related economic
disruption could have an adverse effect on our business and financial results.

We also continue to monitor other potential effects on our financial statements as a result of these global developments, including fluctuations in foreign currency.
Certain of our operations are conducted in foreign currencies. Recently, the US dollar has strengthened against certain foreign currencies in the markets in which we operate.
Consequently, a portion of our revenues and expenses may be affected by fluctuations in foreign currency exchange rates. For the three months ended March 31, 2022, currency
exchange rate fluctuations decreased our consolidated revenues by approximately $14.7 million and decreased our operating income by approximately $4.7 million, calculated
by converting revenues and operating income for the current year in local currencies using exchange rates for the prior year. A continuation or worsening of conditions could
result in adverse effect on our future financial results; however, we are unable to predict the extent of the potential effect on our financial results.

Revenues

Consolidated revenues for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased by 8.4% to $2,156.3 million compared to $1,990.0 million for the prior year. The increase in
revenues for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was primarily due to an increase in transaction volumes as a result of growth in customer base, acceleration in the use of
digital payment solutions and continued economic recovery from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. While we continue to see signs of economic recovery, which has
positively affected our financial results in the first quarter of 2022 compared to the first quarter of 2021, the rate of recovery on a global basis has been and may continue to be
affected by additional developments related to COVID-19.

Merchant Solutions Segment. Revenues from our Merchant Solutions segment for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased by 16.2% to $1,473.0 million
compared to $1,267.9 million for the prior year. The increase in revenues for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was primarily due to an increase in transaction volumes as
a result of growth in customer base, acceleration in the use of digital payment solutions and continued economic recovery from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Issuer Solutions Segment. Revenues from our Issuer Solutions segment for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased by 2.2% to $511.5 million compared to
$500.3 million for the prior year. The increase in revenues for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was primarily due to an increase in transaction volumes from continued
economic recovery from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the inclusion of the recently acquired MineralTree business within the Issuer Solutions Segment beginning
with the first quarter of 2022.

Business and Consumer Solutions Segment.Revenues from our Business and Consumer Solutions segment for the three months ended March 31, 2022 were $195.8
million compared to $243.6 million for the prior year. Revenues for the three months ended March 31, 2021 were favorably affected by additional spending volumes driven by
individual stimulus payments and supplementary unemployment amounts distributed to our customers by the U.S. government in the first quarter of 2021, which did not recur in
the first quarter of 2022.

Operating Expenses

Cost of Service. Cost of service for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased by 3.4% to $957.2 million compared to $925.2 million for the prior year. Cost of
service as a percentage of revenues decreased to 44.4% for the three months ended March 31, 2022 compared to 46.5% for the prior year. The increase in cost of service was
primarily due to higher variable costs associated with the increase in revenues. The decrease in cost of service as a percentage of revenues was primarily due to the favorable
effect of the increase in revenues, since certain fixed costs do not vary with revenues. Cost of service includes amortization of acquired intangibles, which were $329.0 million
and $329.2 million for the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively.

Selling, General and Administrative Expenses. Selling, general and administrative expenses for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased by 4.3% to $823.1
million compared to $789.5 million for the prior year. Selling, general and administrative expenses as a percentage of revenues decreased to 38.2% for the three months ended
March 31, 2022 compared to 39.7% for the prior year. The increase in selling, general and administrative expenses was primarily due to an increase in variable selling and other
costs related to the increase in revenues. The decrease in selling, general and administrative expenses as a percentage of revenues is primarily due to the favorable effect of the
increase in revenues, since certain fixed costs do not vary with revenues, and lower acquisition and integration expenses in the current year. Selling, general and administrative
expenses included acquisition and integration expenses of $51.0 million and $91.8 million for the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively.

Corporate. Corporate expenses for the three months ended March 31, 2022 decreased by $34.8 million to $160.3 million compared to $195.1 million for the prior year.
The decrease for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was primarily due to lower acquisition and integration expenses, which were $48.2 million for the three months ended
March 31, 2022 compared to $90.1 million for the three months ended March 31, 2021.
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Operating Income and Operating Margin

Consolidated operating income for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased to $375.9 million compared to $275.3 million for the prior year. Operating margin
for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased to 17.4% compared to 13.8% for the prior year. The increase in consolidated operating income and operating margin was
primarily due to the favorable effect of the increase in revenues, since certain fixed costs do not vary with revenues, and lower acquisition and integration expenses.

Segment Operating Income and Operating Margin. Operating income and operating margin in our Merchant Solutions segment for the three months ended March 31,
2022 increased compared to the three months ended March 31, 2021 primarily due to the favorable effect of the increase in revenues, since certain fixed costs do not vary with
revenues, and continued management of discretionary spending, slightly offset by incremental expenses related to continued investment in new product, innovation and our
technology environments. In our Issuer Solutions segment, operating income and operating margin for the three months ended March 31, 2022 decreased compared to the three
months ended March 31, 2021 primarily due to the recently acquired operations of MineralTree. In our Business and Consumer Solutions segment, operating income and
operating margin for the three months ended March 31, 2021 were favorably affected by additional stimulus payments and supplementary unemployment amounts distributed by
the U.S. government in the first quarter of 2021, which did not recur in the first quarter of 2022.

Other Income/Expense, Net

Interest and other expense for the three months ended March 31, 2022 increased to $93.3 million compared to $83.1 million for the prior year, as a result of the increase in
our average outstanding borrowings and higher average interest rates on outstanding borrowings, as the average LIBOR rate was higher during the three months ended March
31, 2022 as compared to the three months ended March 31, 2021.

Income Tax Expense

Our effective income tax rate for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was 18.4%, and our effective income tax rate for the three months ended March 31, 2021 was
10.5%. The increase in our effective tax rate for the three months ended March 31, 2022 was primarily the result of a change in the assessment of the need for a valuation
allowance related to foreign credit carryforwards that favorably affected the rate for the three months ended March 31, 2021, and a lower tax benefit on share-based awards in
the current year.

Net Income Attributable to Global Payments

Net income attributable to Global Payments increased to $244.7 million for the three months ended March 31, 2022 compared to $196.7 million for the prior year,
reflecting the increase in operating income.

Diluted Earnings per Share

Diluted earnings per share was $0.87 for the three months ended March 31, 2022 compared to $0.66 for the prior year. Diluted earnings per share for the three months
ended March 31, 2022 reflects the increase in net income and the decrease in the weighted-average number of shares outstanding.

Liquidity and Capital Resources

We have numerous sources of capital, including cash on hand and cash flows generated from operations as well as various sources of financing. In the ordinary course of
our business, a significant portion of our liquidity comes from operating cash flows and borrowings, including the capacity under our credit facilities.
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Our capital allocation priorities are to make planned capital investments in our business, to pursue acquisitions that meet our corporate objectives, to pay dividends, to pay
principal and interest on our outstanding debt and to repurchase shares of our common stock. Our significant contractual cash requirements also include ongoing payments for
lease liabilities and contractual obligations related to service arrangements with suppliers for fixed or minimum amounts, which primarily relate to software, technology
infrastructure and related services. Commitments under our borrowing arrangements are further described in "Note 5—Long-Term Debt and Lines of Credit" in the notes to the
accompanying unaudited consolidated financial statements and below under "Long-Term Debt and Lines of Credit." For additional information regarding our other cash
commitments and contractual obligations, see "Note 6—Leases," and “Note 17—Commitments and Contingencies” in our Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended
December 31, 2021.

Our capital plan objectives are to support our operational needs and strategic plan for long-term growth while optimizing our cost of capital and financial position. To
supplement cash from operating activities, we use a combination of bank financing, such as borrowings under our credit facilities, and senior note issuances for general
corporate purposes and to fund acquisitions. In addition, specialized lines of credit are also used in certain of our markets to fund merchant settlement prior to receipt of funds
from the card networks.

We believe that our current level of cash and borrowing capacity under our senior unsecured revolving credit facility, together with expected future cash flows from
operations, will be sufficient to meet both the near-term and long-term needs of our existing operations and planned requirements. We regularly evaluate our liquidity and
capital position relative to cash requirements, and we may elect to raise additional funds in the future through the issuance of debt or equity or by other means. Accumulated
cash balances are invested in high-quality, marketable short-term instruments.

At March 31, 2022, we had cash and cash equivalents totaling $2,045.3 million. Of this amount, we considered $797.3 million to be available for general purposes, of
which $33.1 million is undistributed foreign earnings considered to be indefinitely reinvested outside the United States. The available cash of $797.3 million does not include
the following: (i) settlement-related cash balances, (ii) funds held as collateral for merchant losses ("Merchant Reserves") and (iii) funds held for customers. Settlement-related
cash balances represent funds that we hold when the incoming amount from the card networks precedes the funding obligation to the merchant. Settlement-related cash balances
are not restricted in their use; however, these funds are generally paid out in satisfaction of settlement processing obligations the following day. Merchant Reserves serve as
collateral to minimize contingent liabilities associated with any losses that may occur under the merchant's agreement. While this cash is not restricted in its use, we believe that
designating this cash as a Merchant Reserve strengthens our fiduciary standing with our member sponsors. Funds held for customers, which are not restricted in their use,
include amounts collected before the corresponding obligation is due to be settled to or at the direction of our customers.

We also had restricted cash of $134.4 million as of March 31, 2022, representing amounts deposited by customers for prepaid card transactions. These balances are subject
to local regulatory restrictions requiring appropriate segregation and restriction in their use.

Operating activities provided net cash of $630.0 million and $599.4 million for the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively, which reflect net income
adjusted for noncash items, including depreciation and amortization and changes in operating assets and liabilities. Fluctuations in operating assets and liabilities are affected
primarily by timing of month-end and transaction volume, including changes in settlement processing assets and obligations and accounts payable and other liabilities balances.
The increase in cash flows from operating activities from the prior year was primarily due to an increase in earnings and an increase in accounts payable and other liabilities
balances due to timing of month-end and transaction volume, partially offset by an increase in prepaid expenses and other assets as a result of additional capitalized contract
costs, capitalized implementation costs associated with cloud computing arrangements and timing associated with other prepaid services.
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We used net cash in investing activities of $160.8 million and $96.9 million during the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively, primarily to fund
acquisitions and capital expenditures. During the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, we used cash of $4.7 million and $11.1 million, respectively, for acquisitions.
We made capital expenditures of $156.1 million and $86.2 million during the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. These investments include software
and hardware to support the development of new technologies, infrastructure to support our growing business and the consolidation and enhancement of our operating
platforms. These investments also include new product development and innovation to further enhance and differentiate our suite of technology and cloud-based solutions
available to customers. We expect to continue to make significant capital investments in the business, and we anticipate capital expenditures to remain as a similar percentage of
revenues for the year ending December 31, 2022 as compared to the year ended December 31, 2021.

Financing activities include borrowings and repayments under our various debt arrangements, as well as borrowings and repayments made under specialized lines of
credit to fund daily settlement activities. Our borrowing arrangements are further described in "Note 5—Long-Term Debt and Lines of Credit" in the notes to the accompanying
unaudited consolidated financial statements and below under "Long-Term Debt and Lines of Credit." Financing activities also include cash flows associated with common stock
repurchase programs and share-based compensation programs, cash distributions made to our shareholders and cash contributions from and distributions to noncontrolling
interests. We used net cash in financing activities of $376.3 million and $369.0 million during the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively.

Proceeds from long-term debt were $1,529.2 million and $1,987.0 million for the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. Repayments of long-term
debt were $1,176.5 million and $1,575.4 million for the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. Proceeds from and repayments of long-term debt consist of
borrowings and repayments that we make with available cash, from time-to-time, under our revolving credit facility, as well as scheduled principal repayments we make on our
term loans. On February 26, 2021, we issued $1.1 billion aggregate principal amount of 1.200% senior unsecured notes due February 2026. We used the net proceeds from this
offering to fund the redemption in full of the 3.800% senior unsecured notes due April 2021, to repay a portion of the outstanding indebtedness under our revolving credit
facility and for general corporate purposes.

Activity under our settlement lines of credit is affected primarily by timing of month-end and transaction volume. During the three months ended March 31, 2022 and
2021, we had net borrowings from settlement lines of credit of $16.5 million and $108.5 million, respectively.

We repurchase our common stock mainly through open market repurchase plans and, at times, through accelerated share repurchase ("ASR") programs. During the three
months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, we used $649.7 million and $803.0 million, respectively, to repurchase shares of our common stock. The activity for the three months
ended March 31, 2021 included the repurchase of 2,491,161 shares at an average price of $200.71 per share under an ASR agreement we entered into on February 10, 2021
with a financial institution to repurchase an aggregate of $500 million of our common stock during the ASR program purchase period, which ended on March 31, 2021. As of
March 31, 2022, we had $1,707.0 million of share repurchase authority remaining under our share repurchase program.

We paid dividends to our common shareholders in the amounts of $70.2 million and $57.6 million during the three months ended March 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively.
Additionally, during the three months ended March 31, 2022, we made distributions to noncontrolling interests in the amount of $5.5 million.

Long-Term Debt and Lines of Credit
Senior Unsecured Notes

We have $9.4 billion in aggregate principal amount of senior unsecured notes, which mature at various dates ranging from June 2023 to August 2049. Interest on the
senior notes is payable semi-annually at various dates. Each series of the senior notes is redeemable, at our option, in whole or in part, at any time and from time-to-time at the
redemption prices set forth in the related indenture.
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Senior Unsecured Credit Facilities
As of March 31, 2022, borrowings outstanding under the term loan and revolving credit facility were $2.0 billion and $0.4 billion, respectively.

We may issue standby letters of credit of up to $250 million in the aggregate under the revolving credit facility. Outstanding letters of credit under the revolving credit
facility reduce the amount of borrowings available to us. The amounts available to borrow under the revolving credit facility are also determined by a financial leverage
covenant. As of March 31, 2022, the total available commitments under the revolving credit facility were $1.7 billion.

Compliance with Covenants

The senior unsecured term loan and revolving credit facility contain customary conditions to funding, affirmative covenants, negative covenants, financial covenants and
events of default. As of March 31, 2022, financial covenants under the term loan facility required a leverage ratio of 3.50 to 1.00 and an interest coverage ratio of 3.00 to 1.00.
We were in compliance with all applicable covenants as of March 31, 2022.

Settlement Lines of Credit

In various markets where we do business, we have specialized lines of credit that are restricted for use in funding settlement. The settlement lines of credit generally have
variable interest rates, are subject to annual review and are denominated in local currency but may, in some cases, facilitate borrowings in multiple currencies. For certain of our
lines of credit, the available credit is increased by the amount of cash we have on deposit in specific accounts with the lender. Accordingly, the amount of the outstanding lines
of credit may exceed the stated credit limit. As of March 31, 2022, a total of $79.3 million of cash on deposit was used to determine the available credit.

As of March 31, 2022, we had $497.3 million outstanding under these lines of credit with additional capacity to fund settlement of $1.7 billion. During the three months
ended March 31, 2022, the maximum and average outstanding balances under these lines of credit were $814.7 million and $442.3 million, respectively. The weighted-average
interest rate on these borrowings was 2.29% at March 31, 2022.

See "Note 5—Long-Term Debt and Lines of Credit" in the notes to the accompanying unaudited consolidated financial statements for further information about our
borrowing agreements.

ITEM 1A—RISK FACTORS

The following risk factor is an update to our previously disclosed risk factors and should be considered in conjunction with the Risk Factors section in our Annual Report
on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2021.

We are subject to economic and geopolitical risk, the business cycles and credit risk of our customers and the overall level of consumer, business and government
spending, which could negatively affect our business, financial condition, results of operations and cash flows.

The global payments technology industry depends heavily on the overall level of consumer, business and government spending. We are exposed to general economic
conditions that affect consumer confidence, spending, and discretionary income and changes in consumer purchasing habits. Adverse economic conditions may negatively
affect our financial performance by reducing the number or average purchase amount of transactions made using digital payments. A reduction in the amount of consumer
spending could result in a decrease in our revenues and profits. If our merchants make fewer sales to consumers using digital payments, or consumers using digital payments
spend less per transaction, we will have fewer transactions to process or lower transaction amounts, each of which would contribute to lower revenues. Additionally, credit card
issuers may reduce credit limits and become more selective in their card issuance practices. Any of these developments could have a material adverse effect on our financial
position and results of operations.

A downturn in the economy could force merchants, financial institutions or other customers to close or petition for bankruptcy protection, resulting in lower revenue and
earnings for us and greater exposure to potential credit losses and future transaction declines. We also have a certain amount of fixed costs, including rent, debt service, and
salaries, which could limit our ability to quickly adjust costs and respond to changes in our business and the economy. Changes in economic conditions could also adversely
affect our future revenues and profits and have a materially adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and cash flows.

Credit losses arise from the fact that, in most markets, we collect our fees from our merchants on the first day after the monthly billing period. This results in the build-up
of a substantial receivable from our customers. If a merchant were to go out of business during the billing period, we may be unable to collect such fees, which could negatively
affect our business, financial condition, results of operations and cash flows.

In addition, our business, growth, financial condition or results of operations could be materially adversely affected by political and economic instability or changes in a
country’s or region’s economic conditions, changes in laws or regulations or in the interpretation of existing laws or regulations, whether caused by a change in government or
otherwise, increased difficulty of conducting business in a country or region due to actual or potential political or military conflict or action by the United States or foreign
governments that may restrict our ability to transact business in a foreign country or with certain foreign individuals or entities. Risks associated with heightened geopolitical
and economic instability, such as those resulting from the invasion of Ukraine by Russia, include among others, reduction in consumer, government or corporate spending,
international sanctions, embargoes, heightened inflation, volatility in global financial markets, increased cyber disruptions or attacks, higher supply chain costs and increased
tensions between the United States and countries in which we operate, which could result in charges related to the recoverability of assets, including financial assets, long-lived
assets and goodwill and other losses, and could adversely affect our financial position and results of operations. To the extent the invasion of Ukraine by Russia adversely
affects our business, it may also have the effect of heightening many other risks disclosed in our Annual
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Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2021, any of which could materially adversely affect our business, financial condition, access to financing, results of
operations and liquidity.

Climate-related events, including extreme weather events and natural disasters and their effect on critical infrastructure in the U.S. or internationally, could have similar
adverse effects on our operations, customers or third-party suppliers. Furthermore, our shareholders, customers and other stakeholders have begun to consider how corporations
are addressing Environmental, Social and Governance ("ESG") issues. Government regulators, investors, customers and the general public are increasingly focused on ESG
practices and disclosures, and views about ESG are diverse and rapidly changing. These shifts in investing priorities may result in adverse effects on the trading price of the
Company's common stock if investors determine that the Company has not made sufficient progress on ESG matters. We could also face potential negative ESG-related
publicity in traditional media or social media if shareholders or other stakeholders determine that we have not adequately considered or addressed ESG matters. We have been
the recipient of proposals from shareholders to promote their governance positions. Shareholders are increasingly submitting proposals related to a variety of ESG issues to
public companies, and we may receive other such proposals in the future. Such proposals may not be in the long-term interests of the Company or our stockholders and may
divert management’s attention away from operational matters or create the impression that our practices are inadequate.

In the event of a formation of a new parent company by a
Comparator Group member, substantially all of the assets and liabilities of which consist immediately after the transaction of the equity
interests in the original Comparator Group member or the assets and liabilities of such Comparator Group member immediately prior to the
transaction, such new parent company shall be substituted for the Comparator Group member to the extent (and for such period of time) as its
common stock (or similar equity securities) are listed or traded on a national securities exchange but the common stock (or similar equity
securities) of the original Comparator Group member are not. In the event of a merger or other business combination of two Comparator Group
members (including, without limitation, the acquisition of one Comparator Group member, or all or substantially all of its assets, by another
Comparator Group member), the surviving, resulting or successor entity, as the case may be, shall continue to be treated as a member of the
Comparator Group, provided that the common stock (or similar equity security) of such entity is listed or traded on a national securities
exchange through the last trading day of the Performance Period.



(9) “Ending Price” means, with respect to the Company and any other Comparator Group member, the average of the closing market prices
of such company’s common stock on the principal exchange on which such stock is traded for the twenty (20) consecutive trading days ending
on the last trading day of the Performance Period. For the purpose of determining the Ending Price, the value of dividends and other
distributions shall be determined by treating them as reinvested in additional shares of stock at the closing market price on the ex-dividend
date.

(10)  “EPS Performance Multiplier” means the average of the Annual Multiples for each of CY 2022, CY 2023, and CY 2024.
(11)  “S&P 500” means the Standard & Poor 500 Total Return Index.

(12)  “Total Shareholder Return” or “TSR” shall be determined with respect to the Company and any other Comparator Group member by
dividing: (a) the sum of (i) the difference obtained by subtracting the applicable Beginning Price from the applicable Ending Price plus (ii) all
dividends and other distributions on the respective shares with an ex-dividend date that falls during the Performance Period by (b) the
applicable Beginning Price. Any non-cash distributions on the respective shares shall be valued at fair market value. For the purpose of
determining TSR, the value of dividends and other distributions shall be determined by treating them as reinvested in additional shares of stock
at the closing market price on the date of distribution.

(13) “TSR Percentile Rank” means the percentile ranking of the Company’s TSR among the TSRs for the Comparator Group members for
the Performance Period. TSR Percentile Rank is determined by ordering the Comparator Group members plus the Company from highest to
lowest based on TSR for the relevant Performance Period and counting down from the company with the highest TSR (ranked first) to the
Company’s position on the list. If two companies are ranked equally, the ranking of the next company shall account for the tie, so that if one
company is ranked first, and two companies are tied for second, the next company is ranked fourth. In determining the Company’s TSR
Percentile Rank for the Performance Period, in the event that the Company’s TSR for the Performance Period is equal to the TSR(s) of one or
more other Comparator Group members for that same period, the Company’s TSR Percentile Rank ranking will be determined by ranking the
Company’s TSR for that period as being greater than such other Comparator Group members. After this ranking, the TSR Percentile Rank will
be calculated using the following formula, rounded to the nearest whole percentile by application of regular rounding:

TSR Percentile Rank = (N-R) * 100
N

“N” represents the number of Comparator Group members for the relevant Performance Period plus the Company.
“R” represents the Company’s ranking among the Comparator Group members plus the Company.



D. General. With respect to the computation of TSR, Beginning Price, and Ending Price, the Committee shall be entitled to make an
equitable and proportionate adjustment to the extent (if any) necessary to preserve the intended incentives of the awards and mitigate the
impact of any change in corporate capitalization, such as a stock split, stock dividend or reverse stock split, occurring during the Performance
Period (or during the applicable 20-day period in determining Beginning Price or Ending Price, as the case may be), and the determination of
the Committee shall be final and binding.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Grant of Option. Global Payments Inc. (the “Company”) hereby grants to the Optionee named on Page 1 hereof (“Optionee”), under the
Global Payments Inc. Amended and Restated 2011 Incentive Plan (the “Plan”), stock options to purchase from the Company (the “Options”),
on the terms and on conditions set forth in this certificate (this “Certificate”), the number of shares indicated on Page 1 of the Company’s no
par value common stock, at the exercise price per share set forth on Page 1. Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined shall have
the meanings assigned to such terms in the Plan.

2. Vesting of Options. The Option shall vest (become exercisable) in accordance with the schedule shown on Page 1 of this Certificate.
Notwithstanding the foregoing vesting schedule, upon Optionee’s death or Disability during his or her Continuous Service, or subject to the
consent of the Committee, upon Optionee’s Retirement, all Options shall become fully vested and exercisable.

3. Term of Options and Limitations on Right to Exercise. The term of the Options will be for a period of ten years, expiring at 5:00 p.m.,
Eastern Time, on the tenth anniversary of the Grant Date (the “Expiration Date”). To the extent not previously exercised, the Options will
lapse prior to the Expiration Date upon the earliest to occur of the following circumstances:

(a) Three months after the termination of Optionee’s Continuous Service for any reason other than by reason of Optionee’s death, Disability
or Retirement.

(b) Twelve months after termination of Optionee’s Continuous Service by reason of Disability.

Payment for such Shares
shall be in (a) cash, (b) Shares previously acquired by the purchaser, which have been held by the purchaser for such period of time, if any, as
necessary to avoid variable accounting for the Option, or (¢) any combination thereof, for the number of Shares specified in such written
notice. The value of surrendered Shares for this purpose shall be the Fair Market Value as of the last trading day immediately prior to the
exercise date. To the extent permitted under Regulation T of the Federal Reserve Board, and subject to applicable securities laws and any
limitations as may be applied from time to time by the Committee (which need not be uniform), the Options may be exercised through a broker
in a so-called “cashless exercise” whereby the broker sells the Option Shares on behalf of Optionee and delivers cash sales proceeds to the
Company in payment of the exercise price. In such case, the date of exercise shall be deemed to be the date on which notice of exercise is
received by the Company and the exercise price shall be delivered to the Company by the settlement date.

5. Beneficiary Designation. Optionee may, in the manner determined by the Committee, designate a beneficiary to exercise the rights of
Optionee hereunder and to receive any distribution with respect to the Options upon Optionee’s death. A beneficiary, legal guardian, legal
representative, or other person claiming any rights hereunder is subject to all terms and conditions of this Certificate and the Plan, and to any
additional restrictions deemed necessary or appropriate by the Committee.

By
executing this Certificate, Optionee waives any and all rights to compensation or damages for the termination of his office or employment, or
failure to provide sufficient notice of termination of his office or employment, with the Company or any Affiliate for any reason whatsoever
insofar as those rights arise or may arise from the loss of Optionee’s benefits or rights upon conversion of the Options in connection with such
termination.

9. Stock Reserve. The Company shall at all times during the term of this Certificate reserve and keep available such number of Shares as will
be sufficient to satisfy the requirements of this Certificate.

10. Restrictions on Transfer and Pledge. No right or interest of Optionee in the Options may be pledged, encumbered, or hypothecated to or
in favor of any party other than the Company or an Affiliate, or shall be subject to any lien, obligation, or liability of Optionee to any other
party other than the Company or an Affiliate. The Options are not assignable or transferable by Optionee other than by will or the laws of
descent and distribution or pursuant to a domestic relations order that would satisfy Section 414(p)(1)(A) of the Code if such Section applied to
an Option under the Plan; provided, however, that the Committee may (but need not) permit other transfers. The Options may be exercised
during the lifetime of Optionee only by Optionee or any permitted transferee.

13. Transfer of Data. By executing this certificate, Optionee voluntarily acknowledges and consents to the collection, use, processing and
transfer of personal data as described in this paragraph. Optionee is not obliged to consent to such collection, use, processing and transfer of
personal data, but failure to provide the consent may affect Optionee’s eligibility to receive awards under the Plan. The Company and its
Affiliates hold certain personal information about Optionee, including name, home address and telephone number, date of birth, employee
identification number, salary, nationality, job title, any shares of stock or directorships held in the Company, and details of any rights or
entitlements to shares of stock, for the purpose of managing and administering the Plan (“Data”). The Company and its Affiliates will transfer
Data amongst themselves as necessary for the purpose of implementation, administration and management of Optionee’s participation in the
Plan, and the Company and any of its Affiliates may each further transfer Data to any third parties assisting in the implementation,
administration and management of the Plan. These recipients may be located in the United States or elsewhere throughout the world. Optionee
authorizes them to receive, possess, use, retain and transfer the Data, in electronic or other form, for the purposes of implementing,
administering and managing Optionee’s participation in the Plan, including any requisite transfer of such Data as may be required for the
administration of the Plan and/or the subsequent holding of shares of stock on Optionee’s behalf to a broker or other third party with whom
Optionee may elect to deposit any shares of stock acquired pursuant to the Plan. Optionee may, at any time, review Data, require any necessary
amendments to it or withdraw the consents herein in writing by contacting the Company; however, by withdrawing his or her consent,
Optionee will affect his or her ability to participate in the Plan.

14. Amendment. The Committee may amend, modify or terminate this Certificate without approval of Optionee; provided, however, that
such amendment, modification or termination shall not, without Optionee’s consent, reduce or diminish the value of this award determined as
if it had been fully vested on the date of such amendment or termination.

NON-EMPLOYEE DIRECTOR COMPENSATION PLAN

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE

1.1. BACKGROUND. This plan is adopted to aggregate and formalize the Company’s compensation policies for non-employee
directors of the Company, including all cash and equity-based compensation. This Seventh Amended and Restated Non-Employee Director
Compensation Plan (the “Plan”) amends and restates the Sixth Amended and Restated Non-Employee Director Compensation Plan that became
effective on October 1, 2019. The Plan operates as a subplan of the 2011 Incentive Plan pursuant to Section 4.3 of the 2011 Incentive Plan.

1.2. PURPOSE. The purpose of the Plan is to attract, retain and compensate highly-qualified individuals who are not employees of the
Company or any of its Subsidiaries or Affiliates for service as members of the Board by providing them with competitive compensation and an
equity interest in the Company. The Company intends that the Plan will benefit the Company and its shareholders by allowing Non-Employee
Directors to have a personal financial stake in the Company through an ownership interest in the Company’s Stock and will closely associate
the interests of Non-Employee Directors with that of the Company’s shareholders.

1.3. ELIGIBILITY. Non-Employee Directors of the Company who are Eligible Participants, as defined below, shall automatically be
participants in the Plan.

ARTICLE 2
DEFINITIONS

2.1. DEFINITIONS. Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined shall have the meanings given such terms in the 2011 Incentive
Plan. Unless the context clearly indicates otherwise, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

a. “Annual Stock Retainer” means with respect to each Non-Employee Director for each Plan Year, the dollar value to be delivered in the
form of annual Stock awards under the Plan, as recommended from time to time by the Committee and approved by the Board and set
forth in Schedule I hereto.

b. “Basic Cash Retainer” means the annual cash retainer (excluding any Supplemental Cash Retainer and expenses) payable by the
Company to a Non-Employee Director pursuant to Section 5.1 hereof for service as a director of the Company; as recommended from
time to time by the Committee and approved by the Board and set forth in Schedule I hereto.



“Board” means the Board of Directors of the Company.

“Chairperson” means the Chairperson of the Board.

“Committee” means the Compensation Committee of the Board.

“Company” means Global Payments Inc., a Georgia corporation, or any successor corporation.
“Effective Date” of the Plan means April 28, 2022.

“Eligible Participant” means any person who is a Non-Employee Director on the Effective Date or becomes a Non-Employee Director
while this Plan is in effect; except that any director who is a former employee shall not be an Eligible Participant for a period of one year
following the date of termination of employment.

“Equity Award” means stock options, stock awards, restricted stock, restricted stock units, stock appreciation rights, or other awards
based on or derived from the Stock which are authorized under the 2011 Incentive Plan for award to Non-Employee Directors.

“Grant Date” of an Equity Award has the meaning given such term in Sections 6.1 hereof.

“2011 Incentive Plan” means the Global Payments Inc. 2011 Incentive Plan, as may be amended from time to time, and any subsequent
equity compensation plan approved by the shareholders and designated by the Board as the Incentive Plan for purposes of this Plan.

“Non-Employee Chairperson” means the Non-Employee Director, if any, who has been designated by the Board as the Chairperson
under the Board’s Corporate Governance Guidelines.

. “Lead Director” means the Non-Employee Director, if any, who has been designated by the Board as the Lead Director under the
Board’s Corporate Governance Guidelines. The Lead Director shall have such duties as shall be assigned to him or her by the Board in
such Corporate Governance Guidelines.

“Non-Employee Director” means a director of the Company who is not an employee of the Company or any of its Subsidiaries or
Affiliates and who had not been appointed or elected to the Board solely by reason of his or her affiliation with a shareholder of the
Company.

“Plan” means this Seventh Amended and Restated Non-Employee Director Compensation Plan, as amended from time to time.



p- “Plan Year(s)” means the approximate twelve-month periods between annual meetings of the shareholders of the Company, which, for
purposes of the Plan, are the periods for which annual retainers are earned.

g. “Supplemental Cash Retainer” means the supplemental annual cash retainer (excluding Basic Cash Retainer and expenses) payable by
the Company to a Non-Employee Director pursuant to Section 5.2 hereof for service as Lead Director, Non-Employee Chairperson or
chair of a committee of the Board; as recommended from time to time by the Committee and approved by the Board and set forth in
Schedule I hereto.

r. “Stock” means the common stock, no par value per share, of the Company.

ARTICLE 3
ADMINISTRATION

3.1. ADMINISTRATION. The Plan shall be administered by the Committee. Subject to the provisions of the Plan, the Committee shall
be authorized to interpret the Plan, to establish, amend and rescind any rules and regulations relating to the Plan, and to make all other
determinations necessary or advisable for the administration of the Plan. The Committee’s interpretation of the Plan, and all actions taken and
determinations made by the Committee pursuant to the powers vested in it hereunder, shall be conclusive and binding upon all parties
concerned including the Company, its sharecholders and persons granted awards under the Plan. The Committee may appoint a plan
administrator to carry out the ministerial functions of the Plan, but the administrator shall have no other authority or powers of the Committee.

3.2. RELIANCE. In administering the Plan, the Committee may rely upon any information furnished by the Company, its public
accountants and other experts. No individual will have personal liability by reason of anything done or omitted to be done by the Company or
the Committee in connection with the Plan. This limitation of liability shall not be exclusive of any other limitation of liability to which any
such person may be entitled under the Company’s articles of incorporation or otherwise.

ARTICLE 4
SHARES

4.1. SOURCE OF SHARES FOR THE PLAN. Equity Awards that may be issued pursuant to the Plan shall be issued under the 2011
Incentive Plan, subject to all of the terms and conditions of the 2011 Incentive Plan. The terms contained in the 2011 Incentive Plan are
incorporated into and made a part of this Plan with respect to Equity Awards granted pursuant hereto, and any such awards shall be governed
by and construed in accordance with the 2011 Incentive Plan. In the event of any actual or alleged conflict between the provisions of the 2011
Incentive Plan and the provisions of this Plan, the provisions of the 2011 Incentive Plan shall be



controlling and determinative. This Plan does not constitute a separate source of shares for the grant of the Equity Awards described herein.

ARTICLE 5
CASH COMPENSATION

5.1. BASIC CASH RETAINER. Each Eligible Participant shall be paid a Basic Cash Retainer for service as a director during each Plan
Year, payable in advance, on the first business day following each annual meeting of shareholders. The amount of the Basic Cash Retainer is
set forth in Schedule I, as may be amended from time to time. Each person who first becomes an Eligible Participant on a date other than an
annual meeting date shall be paid a pro rata amount of the Basic Cash Retainer for that Plan Year to reflect the actual number of days served in
the Plan Year.

5.2. SUPPLEMENTAL CASH RETAINER. The Lead Director and/or Non-Employee Chairperson, as applicable, and the chairs of
each committee of the Board may be paid a Supplemental Cash Retainer during a Plan Year, payable at the same times as installments of the
Basic Cash Retainer are paid. The amount of the Supplemental Cash Retainers shall be set forth in Schedule I, as amended from time to time.
A prorata Supplemental Cash Retainer will be paid to any Eligible Participant who is elected by the Board to a position eligible for a
Supplemental Cash Retainer on a date other than the beginning of a Plan Year, to reflect the actual number of days served in such eligible
capacity during the Plan Year.

5.3. EXPENSE REIMBURSEMENT. All Eligible Participants shall be reimbursed for reasonable travel and out-of-pocket expenses in
connection with attendance at meetings of the Board and its committees, or other Company functions at which the Chairperson, the Chief
Executive Officer or the Lead Director requests the director to participate.

ARTICLE 6
EQUITY COMPENSATION

6.1. STOCK AWARDS. Subject to share availability under the 2011 Incentive Plan, each Eligible Participant shall be granted an award
of fully-vested Stock on the day that he or she first becomes an Eligible Participant (“Initial Stock Grant”). In addition, subject to share
availability under the 2011 Incentive Plan, each Eligible Participant in service on the day following an annual shareholders meeting will
receive an award of fully-vested Stock (“Annual Stock Grant” and collectively with the Initial Stock Grant, the “Stock Grants™). Each such day
that such awards are to be granted under the Plan is referred to hereinafter as a “Grant Date.” The Stock Grants shall have the following terms
and conditions:

(a) Number of Initial Stock Grants. The number of shares in the Initial Stock Grant to an Eligible Participant shall be determined
by multiplying the Proration Factor (as defined below) by the amount determined by (A) dividing the Annual Stock Retainer as in effect for
that Plan Year, by the Fair Market Value of the Stock on the Grant Date, and (B) rounding to
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the nearest whole number. The Proration Factor is a fraction, the numerator of which is the number of full months of service as a Non-
Employee Director between the Grant Date and the next annual shareholders’ meeting date, and the denominator of which is 12.

(b) Number of Annual Stock Grants. The number of shares in the Annual Stock Grant to an Eligible Participant shall be
determined by (A) dividing the Annual Stock Retainer as in effect for that Plan Year, by the Fair Market Value of the Stock on the Grant Date,
and (B) rounding to the nearest whole number.

(c) Other Plan Conditions. To the extent not specified herein, the Stock Grants shall be subject to the terms and conditions of the
2011 Incentive Plan.

6.2. ADJUSTMENTS. For the avoidance of doubt, the adjustment provisions of the 2011 Incentive Plan (along with all of the other
provisions of the 2011 Incentive Plan) shall apply with respect to all Equity Awards granted pursuant to this Plan.

6.3. AWARD CERTIFICATES . All unvested Equity Awards granted pursuant to this Plan shall be evidenced by a written award
certificate, which shall include such provisions, not inconsistent with the Plan or the 2011 Incentive Plan, as may be specified by the
Committee. The form of applicable award certificates (if any) shall be approved by the Committee.

ARTICLE 7
AMENDMENT, MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION

7.1. AMENDMENT. MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION . The Committee may, at any time and from time to time, amend,
modify or terminate the Plan without shareholder approval; provided, however, that if an amendment to the Plan would, in the reasonable
opinion of the Committee, require shareholder approval under applicable laws, policies or regulations or the applicable listing or other
requirements of a securities exchange on which the Stock is listed or traded, then such amendment shall be subject to shareholder approval; and
provided further, that the Committee may condition any other amendment or modification on the approval of sharcholders of the Company for
any reason. Modification of Equity Awards granted under this Plan shall be subject to the provisions of the 2011 Incentive Plan.

ARTICLE 8
GENERAL PROVISIONS

8.1. DURATION OF THE PLAN. The Plan shall remain in effect until terminated by the Committee or the earlier termination or
expiration of the 2011 Incentive Plan, including any successor plans.

8.2. EXPENSES OF THE PLAN. The expenses of administering the Plan shall be borne by the Company.
